DOCTRINAL CORNER

What is required for a valid marriage between a
Catholic and a non-Catholic?

A mixed marriage (Between a Catholic and a baptized non-
Catholic) needs the express permission of ecclesiastical
authority for it to be licit. In the case of disparity of cult
(Catholic and a non-baptized person), the marriage will not
only be illicit but invalid unless a dispensation from this
impediment is obtained. This permission/dispensation
presupposes that they both know and do not exclude the
essential ends and properties of marriage, and the
obligations assumed by the Catholic party, and concurred
with by the non-Catholic party, to have the children
baptized and raised as practicing Catholics (CC 1633-1637).
