DOCTRINAL CORNER
 
Aside from Baptism (If the Trinitarian formula is used) 
which other sacraments in other Christian 
denominations are considered valid by the Catholic 
Church? 
Within Protestantism, the only other valid sacrament is 
Matrimony.  At a wedding the priest is technically only a 
witness; the bride and the groom administer the sacrament 
to each other. The other sacraments require a valid 
priesthood, which Protestantism doesn’t have.  Since they 
don’t have a valid priesthood, there is no real Eucharist, 
even in those churches in which the outward form of the 
Mass is retained.
