Confession, by nature, is a personal encounter with the 
forgiving Jesus through the ministry of a priest.  Emails 
and phones remove the physical aspect of this encounter 
which must be present for one to validly receive the 
Sacrament of Penance.  Another reason is secrecy.  A 
priest is bound by the Seal of Confessional to keep 
everything a penitent says to him absolutely secret.  He 
may never reveal any detail of a penitent’s sin to any one, 
not even to civil authorities, even under the threat of their 
own death.  Breaking this oath would lead to automatic 
excommunication, the lifting of which is reserved to the 
Pope himself (Canon Law 1399, #1).  Phones, emails, etc.
