DOCTRINAL CORNER

Does our child have to be baptized in order to attend a
Catholic school?

It is important to check with the School Board that has
jurisdiction where your child will attend school. The
trustees of each Board interpret the admission
requirements in their own way. Some School Boards
require proof of a parent’s Catholic Baptism, especially if
the child has not been baptized. This establishes their
eligibility to direct their taxes to the Catholic Board. This is
a government, not a Church stipulation. If the child is not
baptized, the parents are usually encouraged to meet with
the Pastor of their parish (or his delegate) to discuss this
issue.

Baptism is never to be seen as a means to enroll in the
Catholic School.
