REFLECTIONS ON STEWARDSHIP

i The word beatitude literally means "happiness"
or "blessedness".

The heart of Jesus' message is that we can live
a very happy life. The call to holiness, to be saints who
joyfully pursue God's will for their lives, can be found in
the eight beatitudes in this Sunday's Gospel passage.
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Breaking Open the Word (Bible Study) has
resumed.

DOCTRINAL CORNER

Must a child receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation
(Confession) before he/she can receive First Holy
Eucharist?

The Church teaches that it is “the place of parents, as
well as the duty of pastors, to take care that children
who have reached the use of reason are prepared
properly and, after they have made sacramental
Confession, are refreshed with this divine food as
soon as possible” [Code of Canon Law, ¢.914]. The
same canon of the Code of Canon Law teaches that it is
“for the pastor to exercise vigilance so that children
who have not attained the use of reason or whom he
judges are not sufficiently disposed do not approach
Holy Communion”. In the Archdiocese of Toronto, it is
normative that children and adults preparing to receive
Holy Communion for the first time also participate in
the Sacrament of Reconciliation beforehand, as a
means to prepare themselves most appropriately, and
to inculcate a desire for Reconciliation throughout their
life.
