4. I was baptized in an Eastern Rite Church, so I was 
confirmed at the same time. Can I be confirmed again? 

Confirmation may be celebrated only once. However, the 
Ukrainian Eparchial Bishop expects Grade 7 students who are 
already confirmed to take part in the preparation program at 
school and in the parish to deepen their understanding of their 
faith. During the Confirmation Mass, they will be called forward 
to receive a blessing. Any Grade 7 student who is already 
confirmed is encouraged to participate in the program. 

Why happens if I miss one of my sessions?  
 
Enrolling in the Confirmation program means commitment to 
taking part in all aspects of the preparation: Rite of Enrolment, 
all sessions, retreat. If you are sick or have some other serious 
conflict, contact the coordinator of the program to arrange to 
make up the session. Candidates who fail to participate without 
a valid reason may be required to withdraw from the 
program and delay Confirmation till another time.
