DOCTRINAL CORNER

How do we arrange to have our child baptized in a
parish other than the one where we normally worship?

If, for a good pastoral reason (for example, so extended
family may attend), parents wish to have their child baptized
at another parish, they need to approach the Pastor of that
parish to ask if he is willing to baptize their child. A letter of
permission to have the baby baptized elsewhere must be
obtained from the Pastor of the parish where the family
usually worships. Normally, Baptism preparation may take
place in either of the parishes.
