DOCTRINAL CORNER

What is a sponsor?

If possible the person to be confirmed is to have a sponsor.
The sponsor is a model of faith for the candidate and must be a
fully initiated, practising Catholic in good standing under church
laws and normally at least 16 years of age. It is desirable that
the sponsor selected be a godparent who undertook the role at
Baptism.

Why must | submit a Baptism certificate?

Only someone who is baptized Roman Catholic or who has
been received into the Roman Catholic Church may celebrate
the Sacrament of Confirmaiton. The parish is responsible for
verifying this by collecting Baptism Certificates or Certificates of
Reception from those presenting themselves as candidates.
