Can a priest reveal what he has heard to others?

No. “Itis absolutely forbidden for a confessor to betray in
any way a penitent in words or in any manner and for any
reason.” This is called “Confessional seal”. (Canon Law:
9833 1)

May | receive the sacrament if I'm divorced?

It is possible that you may receive the sacrament, but you
may wish to consult your pastor first who would be able to
speak to your particular situation. Generally speaking, one
may receive the sacrament if they are civilly divorced but
have not remarried or were validly married in the Church
after receiving a declaration of nullity for their first
marriage.
