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I have been married before in the Catholic Church.  I 
have made arrangements to get married in two 
months?  Can a Catholic Priest marry us as scheduled? 

We cannot guarantee that a Catholic priest can officiate 
your wedding.  Generally speaking, betrothed couples are 
advised to make arrangement with their local Pastor at least 
one year before their tentatively planned date of marriage.  
If either of you were previously married, you must disclose 
that information to your parish priest who will consult the 
Marriage Tribunal about your situation. The Church 
maintains that the new union cannot be recognized as valid 
if the first marriage is valid.  In addition, a special second 
marriage preparation course by Catholic Family Services 
of Toronto is mandatory.
