%IF’I% REFLECTIONS ON STEWARDSHIP

As we contemplate the celestial battle between the angels
and demons we should ask ourselves, how can we join the fight?
A good, albeit unexpected, way in which we can join the heavenly
armies is by taking up the consistent, daily practice of prayer,
which the catechism describes as a battle. Let us strive to commit
to praying daily and in doing so, enrich our parish community with
the foundation of prayer.

The Knights of Columbus will be accepting
donations after all the Masses on the weekend of
October 1st for the annual “Coats for Kids”
program. The funds collected will go toward
getting warm coats to needy children in our community and
parish schools. Last year, with your help, we were able to
provide over 70 warm coats to children in need.

The theme announced by His Holiness
Pope Francis for the 109th World Day of
Migrants and Refugees is “Free to Choose
Whether to Migrate or to Stay.” In his
message, Pope Francis acknowledges
that while the decision to migrate should always be free, in
many cases it is not. This point was reflected by St. John
Paul Il in his message for the 90th World Day of Migrants &
Refugees, in which he wrote, “building conditions of peace
means in practice being seriously committed to safeguarding first
of all the right not to emigrate, that is, the right to live in peace
and dignity in one's own country.” As he concluded his
message, Pope Francis referenced the words of the Lord
when He said “...1 was a stranger, and you welcomed me”
reminding us that the Lord’s words are a *““constant
admonition to see in the migrant not simply a brother or sister in
difficulty, but Christ himself, who knocks at our door.”
