DOCTRINAL CORNER
 
Who can be godparents? 
Since godparents take on two roles – that of support for 
the parents in the Catholic upbringing of their child, and 
that of representing the Christian community into which the 
child is being initiated – they must be practicing Catholics 
(fully initiated throught the Sacraments of Baptism, 
Confirmation and Eucharist) who are mature enough 
(usually at least 16 years of age) to undertake this role.  
(Code of Canon Law, Canon 872). 
 
A godparent does not need to be the same gender as the 
candidate for Baptism.  The godparent assumes no legal 
responsibility for the child.
