For this Week - Palm Sunday :

Is there any more powerful symbol than the crucifix? Before
our gaze is the Redeemer of the world nailed to the tree of
the cross. Here is the Son of God who was obedient unto
death, death on the cross. Here is the mystery of our
salvation in its raw beauty.

In the face of mystery, symbols are extremely important
since the mind cannot comprehend the depth of what is
taking place. That God's love would manifest itself so
supremely on the cross confuses our human logic. It is by
standing alongside Mary at the foot of the cross and
experiencing her sorrow and anguish that we participate in
the work of our salvation. Other images on this Palm

Sunday also reveal aspects of God’s grace: the tearing of
the temple veil as Jesus commended his spirit to the Father;
the crowning of the cock that sent Peter into repentance;
the blessing, breaking, and giving of the bread at the
Passover meal; the spices and perfumed oil the women
from Galilee used in Jesus’ burial. As we hear the passion
proclaimed, these images engage our imagination and
hearts so that we might come to know the great price of our
redemption.
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Holy Thursday:

On the night that Jesus was handed over, many things
happened. The Passover meal was celebrated, a meal
recalling how God has liberated the Israelites from the land
of Egypt; two disciples would betray him, their Master; a
mock trial would be held and justice would not be done.
Paradoxically, sin and grace came together. The sin of
injustice and betrayal met head-on with Jesus’ redemptive
act of self-sacrifice. What was symbolized at the table was
actualized on the cross. The table and the cross. Our
Eucharist is a meal and a sacrifice. The Father’s will is that
all would be one and that unity be realized in the breaking of
bread and in the total self-giving on Calgary. Our challenge
is to share both in the breaking of the bread and in the
drinking from the cup, the cup of the Lord’s passion.
Authentic disciples participate in both.

Good Friday:

Suffering and death! The cross! Indeed, for many this day
and its events are a stumbling block, an absolute absurdity.
But such is not the case for those who see in this mystery
God’s total self-giving in the person of Jesus. Laying down
one’s life for the salvation of the world is what redemption is
all about. Our hope resides through Jesus’s supreme self-
sacrifice. Our hope is grounded in the mystery of divine love
and mercy.

Love is stronger than death. The wood of the cross
blossoms into new life. The chains of sin are broken and the
enigma of death is conquered by Jesus’ redemptive love.
The church cries out, “We proclaim your Death, O Lord, and
process your Resurrection until you come again.”

After Easter Vigil service and after Easter morning
Masses all attending will be presented with Year of
Faith buttons. The central place of the Cross in the design
reminds us that the source of our joy is our encounter with
Jesus Christ who gave us new life by his death on the
Cross. It is also a reminder that all baptized have been
claimed by His cross and share in the mystery of His death
and resurrection. The baptismal roots of Christian faith are
further signified by the water flowing from the shell and the
blue background. The shell is often used in the celebration
of Baptism and is also a symbol of pilgrimage. Our
celebration of the Year of Faith is but one privileged
moment of grace as we, the People of God, make our
pilgrimage to our heavenly homeland where we will see
God face to face and enjoy the blessedness of eternal life.
