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EPIPHANY OF THE LORD

FROM THE DESK OF FATHER BONIFACE
There is an old legend that gives
2 the names of the wise men as
Balthasar, Gaspar and Melchior.
The legend says they first came
from Europe, the second from India and the third
from Africa. To the ancient Romans, who did not
know of any countries past India, this represented
all humanity. The wise men also were not
Israelites, they came from every tribe and nation
to see the Lord and remind us that Jesus came
not just for a select group of people but all people.
We can say thus, that the wise men represent us.

Therefore in a sense we can say that their gifts
became our gifts. The first gift is gold reminding
us that Jesus is a King and not just a king but our
King saying, ‘Lord in all things, where you go | will
follow, what you say | will do’. They bring Him
frankincense; the most fragrant type of incense
for Christ too is our High Priest. Incense has an
ancient connection in prayer. Its full meaning was
given in Psalm 141.2 “Receive my prayers like
incense” and so we too join our prayers to Christ's
prayers.

Myrrh was a mineral that when dissolved in oll
had an odd fragrance. It was used to anoint the
body of a king at death. It reminds us when
Jesus was anointed for His own death. John 12:
1-7 It also reminds us that Christ’'s mission was
to carry His cross to die and rise again. So we
too in our own pains, physical, psychological and
emotional unite it with Christ so that we too will
also rise with our King, not only in the last day but
from all that troubles us.
