This Gospel is a way of explaining why there is good and evil in the world today. As Jesus explained in the parable, the weeds (or
evil) are allowed to grow with the wheat (or good). Only at the harvest (the end time) would God separate the good from the evil
just as the farmer will separate the wheat from the weeds in Jesus' parable.
