Jesus always reached out to the people that society generally found unimportant and that is a good thing for us to remember
as parents. Jesus’ words in today’s Gospel give us the courage to share our faith with our children even when society doesn’t
count their input for much and even when the Gospel message is not the majority viewpoint.
