On average we provide emergency food to some 390 people 
per month and in September we assisted 463 clients. It 
remains apparent that a genuine need for our Food Bank 
services exists in this, our community. Our Christmas Basket 
Giveaway initiative is underway, with client’s sign-up dates of 
November 14/17/21 & 24, with distribution of baskets on 
December 16.
