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APRIL 25, 2021 – FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER 
 “I am the good shepherd...and I lay down my life for the sheep…and they will heed my voice.”   -  JOHN 10:14-16 
When you pray, do you only ask Jesus for the things that you want?  Do you ever ask Him what He wants from you?  How do you listen for 
His response?  Many times Jesus responds in “quiet whispers” that are not so obvious.  So, take time every day, in silence, to actively 
listen for His voice. 
 

Masses, Mass intentions and drive thru Communion during the lockdown:   
The parish must adhere to the strict maximum capacity of 10 people at all religious services, including the regularly scheduled masses. All 
masses will be celebrated in private and announced Mass intentions continue to be celebrated at each Mass as usual. Sunday Mass will 
be available for viewing on St. Augustine’s YouTube Channel at: https://www.youtube.com/channel/UCljbsBlUQuu41jByvbzwG4w. Drive 
thru Communion is being offered after the 10:30 a.m. Sunday Mass, in the back parking lot. This weekly outreach is to provide 
Communion for those who wish to partake of the sacrament and who have ideally watched the Mass on our parish YouTube channel, or 
alternatively watched any other live-streamed Sunday Mass prior to coming for communion. 
 

Looking Ahead – First Communions and Confirmations: 
Effective Mon., April 19th, all religious services, weddings, funerals, rites or ceremonies are limited to a maximum of 10 people. For this 
reason, the celebrations for the sacrament First Communion will be rescheduled after May 20th. There are currently two dates scheduled 
for the sacrament of Confirmation: Wednesday, May 26th, at 7 pm and Saturday, June 5th, at 10 am.  The Archbishop has given all pastors 
of the diocese permission to preside and to offer Chrism at the Confirmations. Since we have 24 candidates for confirmation this year, 
there will be a need for two liturgies.  Please stay tuned for more information and for updates, as this is an evolving situation and things 
may change. 
 

Alpha starts on Tuesday May 4 via zoom:

Upon this rock, I will build: 
A familiar phrase, but did you ever wonder about the beginning of our parish. In 1950, Archbishop Vachon received a petition from 
Catholics living in the rapidly growing community around Baseline and Merivale Road asking for a Church of their own. The neighborhood 
was well outside the city limits of Ottawa with few decent roads and the nearest Catholic Church approximately five miles away. In 1953, 
the archbishop hampered by a shortage of diocesan clergy undertook negotiations with the Augustinian order in New York State, asking 
them to establish a presence in the archdiocese and to take charge of a new parish. With the help of the community, a new church was 
built, but even with four Sunday Masses, the church soon proved to be inadequate and a decision was made to build a permanent church 
and hall that would accommodate the growing population of the area. On July 10, 1955, Fr. Oswald turned the sod and construction of the 
new permanent church began at a cost of $178k. Wow!  Some 300 people were present for the ceremony.  Construction got off to noisy 
start; lots a rock here, but the basement was complete in time for the celebration of Midnight Mass on Christmas Eve, that same year. 
 

Special anniversary: On the 50th anniversary declaring St Teresa of Avila, a Doctor of the church, let us reflect upon this/her prayer: 
"Let nothing disturb you, let nothing frighten you; all things pass away, God does not change. Patience, all things come to pass. He who 
has God lacks nothing. God alone is enough."  Pope Francis (recently) spoke of how prayer made this great Saint an “exceptional woman”. 
 

“Jesus himself stood among them and said to them, ‘Peace be with you.’  But they were startled and 
frightened…” - LUKE 24:36-37 
Throughout the day we have many opportunities to “see the face of Jesus” in others and to “be the face of Jesus” to others.  Do we take 
that opportunity to provide “peace” to those we encounter or are we afraid of what others will think of us and do nothing?  Pray for the 
strength and courage to live a “God-centered” life and not a “self-centered” life.
