Easier said than done, right? But, if we are to imitate Christ, most of us need to practice mercy and compassion more frequently. Start with 
the little daily annoyances that we experience, the unkind word or hateful glance we receive. Instead of plotting revenge on that person, try 
saying a quick prayer for that person. Mercy and compassion will put us on the path to holiness. 
 

Your Pastor's Birthday today!  66 years ago, I was born at the Grace Hospital and a week or so later I was taken from the family 
farm on Eagleson Road, to celebrate the Sacrament of Baptism at St. Patrick Fallowfield; our home parish at the time.   This was the same 
year that St. Augustine Parish was founded(1953)!  I am forever grateful to my parents Edmund and Lois Scott and for my godparents, 
John and Amelia Brennan (grandparents) buried at St. Isidore parish, where my parents were married 10 years before!   I remember at 
mass today my parents and siblings, my grandparents and great-grand parents on both sides; passing on the Irish heritage and Faith to 
me.   This is part of my vocation and who I am. 
 

Beyond the hour on Sunday!  It is quite striking that there are very few parishioners partaking of daily mass and other events. 
Why is that?  It is quite a phenomenon how most people spend just the hour on Sunday for prayer and connecting with Church.  Is that not 
true in all parishes?   Here at St. Augustine we have two hours of prayer each weekday!   Holy hour at 7:30 a.m., rosary at 8:30 a.m. and 
mass at 9:00 a.m.  There are many visitors who come from neighbouring parishes especially on Monday and Tuesday, even from 
Barrhaven and Kanata!   How is it that so few people partake of our Refuge evening on the third Friday of every month, starting at 7 p.m., 
with  adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, shared silence, spiritual talk, confessions ...  this experience could save you $10k in therapy (a 
famous priest once said).   There was a beautiful evening of healing and reconciliation on Friday Feb. 15th with three station areas of 
needed healing:  1)anointing, 2) confession and 3) intercessory prayer. 
 

Looking ahead:  Ash Wednesday is on March 6th; there will be mass at 9:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m. (with distribution of ashes). This will 
be a great time to partake of daily masses.  Alpha is coming on Tuesday, March 26th, starting at 6:30 p.m. with a meal.  Come join in food, 
formation and fellowship.  Please invite someone to partake of this "new beginning" of the faith.  Have you asked someone to come to 
mass with you on Sunday?  Won't you be part of/proactive in the New Evangelization cause?  March Break commences week of March 
11th -- how about that 'spring skiing'!
