From the Pastor’s Desk

January 13, 2019 - Baptism of the Lord

“John answered them all, ‘I baptize you with water; but he who is mightier than I is
coming...he will baptize you with the Holy Spirit ...” (Luke 3:16)

The Catholic Catechism states that “Jesus’ immersion in the water is a sign for all human beings of the need
to die to themselves to do God’s will.”” In other words, as baptized Catholics there is only one gift that we need
to give to Jesus — the gift of ourselves. Surrender yourself to God, place your trust in Him and allow the Holy
Spirit to work through you for the greater glory of God.

Youth today face many challenges: here is clip from the Archbishop's message in the Ottawa Sun on
Dec. 24, 2018. Let us reach our youth in many ways for this New Year, may they discover the Faith started at
Baptism. Still, young people today struggle with the issues that have always marked the maturation process:
doing well in studies, life goals, gaining and losing friends, boredom, lack of time, lack of money, and
loneliness. Sometimes, a crisis leads to a radical re-centring of values. Father Guy Desrochers, the new
auxiliary bishop for Alexandria-Cornwall, abandoned the faith at age 14, telling his mother, who was a
faithful Catholic, that religion had duped her. She gave him a Bible and said that she would pray that he
would lead his life by it.

The near-death of his father when he was 24 led him to read his Bible in secret each evening. That time of
quiet and introspection had set his heart on fire for the things of God. His search for a purpose led him out of
the role of a graphic artist at Ottawa’s French-language newspaper, Le Droit, and into a religious
congregation: the Redemptorists. There, he would preach a new beginning with God to those who lived as he
had. Note: Fr Guy will be ordained a bishop on Feb. 22, feast of Chair of Peter, at St. Finian Cathedral,
Alexandria.
