Teaching on the Eucharist 
When Jesus gave us the Eucharist, he left it to us with the words: receive, give thanks, break, and share. With these words, he was 
referring to a lot more than ritual and rubrics for the reception of the Eucharist at a liturgy. These words contain an entire spirituality in that 
they lay out the way that we must live all of life. When Jesus links the idea of “breaking” to the Eucharist, the rending and breaking down 
that he is talking about has to do with narcissism, individualism, pride, self-serving ambition, and all the other things that prevent us from 
letting go of ourselves so as to truly be with others.  
 

St. Augustine, in his Eucharistic homilies, was fond of telling people: “if you receive this well, you are what you receive. … For the loaf that 
contains Christ is made up of many individual kernels of grain, but these kernels must, to become the loaf containing Christ, first be ground 
up and then baked together by fire.”
