“Because there is one bread, we, who are many, are one body, for we all partake of the one 
bread.” 1 CORINTHIANS 10:17 
As disciples of Jesus, we are called to lead holy lives and invite others to join us. We are called to 
be fed and to feed others. Living a stewardship lifestyle, being grateful and generous with our 
gifts, serves a twofold purpose. One, it helps build God’s kingdom here on earth. Two, it helps us 
strengthen each other’s relationship with God the Father, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit. It becomes 
our roadmap to Heaven. Let’s help each other get there! 
 

Pope Francis urges the whole world to pray for the upcoming Synod in October, which will 
address the meaning of synodality. Questions remain as to where we are going as church, as a 
Christian community polarized on its journey, understanding our Christian faith for these times and giving 
witness to this precious gift.  Have a look on parish website at: www.staugustineparish.ca  or the 
Archdiocese website at: https://ottawacornwall.ca/ for more focus and meaning to this great moment in 
our journey of Faith. 
 

Celebrating 70 years: We need to look back on amazing moments! On Dec. 1, 1953, St. Augustine was 
declared a parish and the people gathered for Mass in a temporary church that could handle 200 people in the 
hall north side of adjacent building, the former convent for Augustinian Fathers and Brothers. Four Masses 
were celebrated each Sunday. Those first Masses were modest gatherings. The church, later the Knights of 
Columbus Hall, was originally a tool shed. However, this was a start, for a church that would become a 
touchstone for Catholic families on the southwestern edge of Canada's capital city... next to the Experimental 
Farm. There was no looking back; clearly a community was growing, and many memories will forever be 
realized. 
 

Pope Francis added that he sees the Holy Spirit as not only as the “soul of the Church” but also 
as “the heart of synodality.” He called for the Synod on Synodality, which will culminate in October with 
the 16th Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops, to “place the Holy Spirit at the beginning and at 
the heart of the work of the synod.” 
 

“The synod now taking place is — and should be — a journey in accordance with the Spirit, not a parliament 
for demanding rights and claiming needs in accordance with the agenda of the world, nor an occasion for 
following wherever the wind is blowing, but the opportunity to be docile to the breath of the Holy Spirit,” the 
pope said.  * From Catholic News Agency, May 28th: https://www.catholicnewsagency.com/news/254439/on-
pentecost-pope-francis-says-holy-spirit-can-bring-harmony-to-a-polarized-church.
