FINANCE UPDATE FOR Q1 2022

1. Revenues missed Q1 budget by $2,517 or 4.3%
2. Expenses were $808 over budget or 1.2%
3. The Q1 deficit is therefore $3,325 higher than 
planned $10,323 actual vs $6,998 budgeted.

Comments:

1. The general collection is $242 less than planned 
(almost on budget)
2. Most of the increase in the Q1 deficit can be 
explained with one item.
3. Our Sacramental Prep Coordinator is over budget 
due to additional hours worked on preparing the 
children for the sacraments.
