Upon this rock I will build ... 
One of the central features in the sanctuary is the large depiction of the Trinity, which is also one area 
of St Augustine's life and teaching. He marveled in its Mystery. A couple years ago, we had a funeral 
here at the parish. As one of the guests was leaving the church after the funeral, he pointed towards 
the sanctuary and remarked, "my you have a powerful crucifix." With that in mind, it is difficult to 
judge where the greatest talents of Mr. Schwarzkogler lay, because his wood sculpting achievements 
are also outstanding pieces of art. His hand-carved Holy Group of sculptures, for example, which 
command the area behind and above the main altar, strongly illustrate his originality. 
 

The traditional crossbar and lower half of the crucifix are formed by a central figure of Christ with 
outstretched arms, and a figure of God the Father supporting the Son under the shoulders represent the 
upper part of the crucifix. The Holy Spirit, is symbolized by a descending dove near the knees of 
Christ. At the base is a half sphere which represents the earthly world.  Flanking the crucifix are large 
statues of St Augustine and his mother, St. Monica. All of the work was done in natural wood.
