“This is my commandment: love one another as | love you. No one has greater love than this,

Upon this rock, I will build:

In the mid 1960's, came a huge change to the parish where Mr. Schwarzkogler was instrumental in
helping convert the sanctuary to meet the new (church) regulations in the spirit of liturgical renewal.
To make space for an organ console and choir, the sanctuary area was opened up by removing the
altar rail and one side of the altar. About 15 tons of marble was used in the construction of the altars,
flooring, lectern and tabernacle. The tabernacle (side chapel) was enhanced by using gemstones from
British Columbia, which were cut and polished in Ottawa by handicapped people. A wooden screen
(cabinet) was placed on back wall of sanctuary (36 ft. high). This specially built wooden structure is
to conceal the Hallman organ's 1200 pipes. The pipes were imported from Holland and range in size
from one half inch to 18 feet.
