PASTOR’S DESK

November 20, 2022 — Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe

God wants us to be happy! Instead of looking at the Ten Commandments as being restrictive and
telling us what we can’t do, look at them as guides for living a joy-filled and peaceful life. Most of
our problems arise when we put our own needs first or we spend most of our time trying to acquire
more stuff. Instead, try putting God first in all things. We were made for God. Open your heart
and let Him in!

What's going on?

It is truly fascinating and heart/warming to see many new faces at church, these days. Here at St.
Augustine Parish we continue to experience a transition; many have not returned to church
post/pandemic, yet there are many new faces. We have fewer baptism's, numbers for Confirmation
and First Eucharist are going down.

The November 3, 2022 article in the Catholic Register entitled, ‘Seismic’ shift hits religious landscape
in Canada, continues to address the challenges the Catholic Church is facing in Canada, i.e.

It’s not the loss of cultural power that bothers Fr. Harrison Ayre, pastor of St. Peter’s Church in
Nanaimo, B.C. Ayre worries that the remaining 10.9 million Catholics have lost the real meaning of
the faith they profess.

“That decline of two million people in 10 years while population is going up is very alarming to see.
It’s a very alarming number,”” Ayre said. “It’s catastrophic in the sense of it being a clear sign of a
lack of conviction, of a lack of the sense of urgency in proclaiming the faith.”

Catholics have to take collective responsibility for passively watching while society turns its back on
the Church, said Ayre.

“I have to encounter this question in myself. | have to encounter my own co-responsibility for this
catastrophe,” he said. “I have to recognize where | have not allowed Christ to take over my life and
