July YTD report 

 

1. Revenues of $151,000 are right on budget.  
 

Weekly Collections are up (since July, our weekly average 
revenue has gone up 30% when compared to the first 6 
months of the year.  We attribute this to 3 things: 
 

1. Re-establishing the offertory collection at mass  
2. Increased numbers at mass and  
3. Envelope users who were able to increase their 

                 weekly donation in response to the pastors         
                 letter. 
 

2.  On the Expense side, after 7 months, expenses are 
favourable $6K.  
 

There are 3 noteworthy items to mention regarding 
expenses: 

-  The elevator needed a 5 year servicing which     
                 cost $2300 but had not been budgeted  

-  We had an administrative PAD issue with a       
                 supplier where they had not been paid for 6       
                 months in latter 2021 and $2500 ended up         
                 being paid in 2022. 

- Heating and hydro are over budget $1,400 due to 
                the higher cost of energy 
 

Based on our current forecasting we are projecting to end 
the year with a very small and manageable deficit of $1-
2K.
