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PASTOR'S DESK

September 25, 2022 — 26" Sunday in Ordinary Time

“My child, remember that you received what was good during your lifetime while Lazarus
likewise received what was bad; but now he is comforted here, whereas you are tormented.
Moreover, between us and you a great chasm is established...” Luke 16:25-26

When God created the world He declared that it was good and He gave it to all mankind for us to
enjoy. However, over the years we have created a chasm between those who have great gifts and
those who do not. In today’s Gospel we see that with our own generosity we must bridge that gap
between those who have much and those who have little or we may find ourselves on the wrong side
of the chasm in the next life.

Synodal process is on the 'home/stretch’ as indicated by the "national synthesis" report sent to Rome
to be included in the deliberations coming to conclusion next year Oct. 2023.

This report is the culmination of a sincere listening exercise that occurred in every diocese across the
country. What was most present in the regional reports has been included in the national synthesis,
providing a thorough and thoughtful account of the exchanges which took place during the initial
phase of the synodal process.

They recognize an urgent need for the Church to undergo a profound missionary
renewal” said the Most Rev. Raymond Poisson, President of the CCCB, and member of the Canadian
National Synthesis Writing Team.
