ASK FATHER SHERWIN - DO I NEED TO FAST 

BEFORE RECEIVING THE EUCHARIST? 
Preparation: In order to appreciate the dignity of the 
Eucharist, and to prepare to receive the Lord with joy, 
the Christian community has recommended, since the 
early centuries, a time of fast from food and drink 
taken for nutrition.  This ancient tradition of receiving 
the Eucharist before any food shows the importance of 
sacramental food.
