Did You Know…? 
 
The Stations of the Cross originated in Europe in the 
Middle Ages.  
 
Some people could go in pilgrimage to the Holy Land, 
but some could not. The Stations were introduced in the 
Church to allow, those who could not go, to venerate 
Jesus on His journey to Calvary. 
  
The first stations were outdoor shrines, copies of those 
in the Holy Land, built by the Franciscans. In 1686 they 
were granted the right to make stations inside their 
churches, and in 1731, pope Clement XII extended this 
right of having stations to the entire Church. 
  
The number of stations varied as time went 
on, between 11 and 30. In 1731, pope Clement 
XII regulated it to fourteen. Based on the strong 
relationship between His passion and His resurrection, 
a 15th station, the Resurrection, has been introduced in 
recent times. 
 
The actual places of the Stations of the Cross, 
according to tradition, are located along the path called 
Via Dolorosa (the sorrowful way), in the old city of 
Jerusalem. The Via Dolorosa ends with the Church of 
the Holy Sepulchre, where the last 6 stations can be 
found (from 10 to 15).
