Holy Rosary was formed out of portions of the
Cathedral parish in Hamilton, St. John's,
Burlington and St. Thomas, Waterdown. Father
Bernard Harrigan was the first Pastor and the first
Mass was celebrated on June 6, 1947 in the
chapel of Holy Sepulchre Cemetery. Holy Rosary
School was built in 1951. Under the leadership of
Father Blake Ryan (1953-1964) a new Church
and rectory were built. The 400 seat church was
dedicated on May 1, 1955. In 1987, during the
pastorate of Father Anthony Ciavarro, the church
was redesigned with a 180 degree rotation.
Beautiful stained glass, statuary, and sculpture
adorn the renewed space. Other pastors who
served the parish were: Msgr. Bernard Harrigan,
Father Blake Ryan, Father Harold Smith, Father
Carlo Bianchi, Father Anthony Ciavarro, Father
Ron Cote, Father Frank Trzupek, Msgr. Murray
Kroetsch, Msgr. Edward House and the present
pastor, Father Martin Vallely. Today there are
over 600 registered families.

DISCIPLINE

It is no accident that the words “disciple” and
“discipline” are nearly identical. Their relationship in
Christian faith and life, however, has fallen somewhat
out of favor in the past generation, as certain
prescribed Church rules and regulations have been
reduced and relaxed. These rules were often referred
to as “disciplines.” We are mistaken, however, to think
that it no longer takes discipline to follow Christ. The
Letter to the Hebrews assures us of that today. Our
discipline is more like that of an athlete pursuing a
victory or a personal best, or a musician striving for a
concert career or to master a new piece of music. This
discipline comes from desire, not from regulations. It
was the desire to do the will of God that led Jesus on
the path to his cross. It is that same desire he
encourages in us today: to strive to enter through the
narrow gate, to find ourselves in the kingdom with a
surprising assortment of people who are there not
because of mere observation of rules, but out of a
genuine desire to recline at the table of the heavenly
banquet.
