TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 

The liturgy seems reluctant to return to Ordinary Time 
from the joys of Easter, and so the festivities extend to 
today’s celebration of the mystery of God’s relationship 
to us as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. The Gospel today 
centers the question of our relationship with God in the 
struggle of Nathaniel to believe that it is possible to 
experience “rebirth” in the Spirit. The answer of Jesus is 
that God’s response to the messes of this world is the 
mystery of saving love in Jesus Christ and the 
outpouring of an empowering Spirit.  Western church 
architecture often tops a church building with a spire, 
indicating humanity’s reach to a transcendent God. The 
Eastern Church responds with onion-shaped domes, 
indicating the Spirit’s being poured down upon humanity 
precisely at this locale, the gathering of the faithful for 
the Divine Liturgy. This familiar design encodes a great 
mystery: here, at the Lord’s table, we experience the 
outpouring of the Spirit for the life of the world. 
Nathaniel came to Jesus by night, since he was still 
working out the meaning of his life. A life attuned to the 
inner life of the Trinity must always be given to the light 
of day.

Holy Rosary was formed out of portions of the 
Cathedral parish in Hamilton, St. John's, 
Burlington and St. Thomas, Waterdown.  Father 
Bernard Harrigan was the first Pastor and the 
first Mass was celebrated on June 6, 1947 in the 
chapel of Holy Sepulchre Cemetery.  Holy 
Rosary School was built in 1951. Under the 
leadership of Father Blake Ryan (1953-1964) a 
new Church and rectory were built. The 400 seat 
church was dedicated on May 1, 1955. In 1987, 
during the pastorate of Father Anthony Ciavarro, 
the church was redesigned with a 180 degree 
rotation. Beautiful stained glass, statuary, and 
sculpture adorn the renewed space. Other 
pastors who served the parish were: Msgr. 
Bernard Harrigan, Father Blake Ryan, Father 
Harold Smith, Father Carlo Bianchi, Father 
Anthony Ciavarro, Father Ron Cote, Father 
Frank Trzupek, Msgr. Murray Kroetsch and the 
present pastor, Msgr. Edward House. Today 
there are over 600 registered families.
