EXCERPTS ABOUT THE HOLY SPIRIT: HOW DOES THE HOLY SPIRIT HELPS

US IN PRAYER?
Catechism of the Catholic Church

The traditional form of petition to the Holy Spirit is to invoke the Father through Christ our Lord to give us the Consoler Spirit. Jesus
insists on this petition to be made in his name at the very moment when he promises the gift of the Spirit of Truth. But the simplest and
most direct prayer is also traditional, "Come, Holy Spirit," and every liturgical tradition has developed it in antiphons and hymns. Come,
Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and enkindle in them the fire of your love. Heavenly King, Consoler Spirit, Spirit of Truth, present
everywhere and filling all things, treasure of all good and source of all life, come dwell in us, cleanse and save us, you who are All Good.
The Holy Spirit, whose anointing permeates our whole being, is the interior Master of Christian prayer. He is the artisan of the living
tradition of prayer. To be sure, there are as many paths of prayer as there are persons who pray, but it is the same Spirit acting in all and
with all. It is in the communion of the Holy Spirit that Christian prayer is prayer in the Church. In prayer the Holy Spirit unites us to the
person of the only Son, in his glorified humanity, through which and in which our filial prayer unites us in the Church with the Mother of
Jesus. But Jesus does not give us a formula to repeat mechanically. As in every vocal prayer, it is through the Word of God that the Holy
Spirit teaches the children of God to pray to their Father. Jesus not only gives us the words of our filial prayer; at the same time he gives us
the Spirit by whom these words become in us "spirit and life." Even more, the proof and possibility of our filial prayer is that the Father
"sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, crying, 'Abba! Father!" Since our prayer sets forth our desires before God, it is again the Father,
"he who searches the hearts of men," who "knows what is the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according to the
will of God." The prayer to Our Father is inserted into the mysterious mission of the Son and of the Spirit. (CCC #2671 - 2673, 2766)
