Ministry to the Disabled: Bill C-295 An Act to amend
the Criminal Code (neglect of vulnerable adults) has
passed first reading. This enactment amends the
Criminal Code to create an offence for long-term care
facilities, their owners and their managers who fail to
provide necessaries of life to residents of the

facilities. All members and parishioners are encouraged
to contact their Member of Parliament and the Minister of
Justice to continue the momentum in seeing this bill
pass into law.

Sanctity of Life: At its first reading, February 2, 2023,
Bill 39, An Act to amend the Criminal Code (medical
assistance in dying in circumstances where the sole
underlying medical condition for the request is a mental
iliness) was delayed, until March 17, 2024. Please
contact your Member of Parliament and voice your
opinion about this extension to MAID (Assisted
Suicide) eligibility. Members and parishioners are
encouraged to continue to support Euthanasia Prevention
Coalition by signing up for newsletters or making
donations directly to the organization at epcc.ca
Christian Family Life is all about living out our faith and
Christian values.
