Canada had 620,000 soldiers including those from Newfoundland who were not yet part of
Canada. Of those 66,000 died in service and an additional 173,000 were wounded. In many
ways the commitment to peace that is such a deep part of Canada’s national identity was
born out of that war and the honest understanding of the price that sometimes must be

paid for justice and freedom. Our Canadian Armed Forces display has been updated with an
