The Friar’s Nook 

This past week we had a meeting with our new Pastoral Council! Yes 
indeed we have a Pastoral Council and you'll get a chance to meet 
them in a few weeks when we install them officially at Mass. I am 
thrilled to have these eight individuals to provide insight and guidance 
to me in the development of our parish and I hope you will have a 
chance to meet them and to share your thoughts and ideas as well. As 
I told them, they are my eyes and ears in the parish as well as my 
hands to reach out and tap people to get involved. So, if you get 
tapped by someone asking you to consider becoming more active in 
the parish I would ask you to please consider it as they see in you 
something we can use at Saint Joan of Arc to make us a better parish 
and you should be honored. 

We are seeking here at Saint Joan of Arc parish to continue to be 
welcoming to all, and in order to do that we need people's hearts and 
minds in the right place as well as their hands and bodies. As Pope 
Francis says: “A little bit of mercy makes the world less cold and more 
just. Too often we participate in the globalization of indifference. May 
we strive instead to live global solidarity.”
