Gospel Reflection: Sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time -
Today's gospel reading is the beginning of what is often called 
the Sermon on the Plain and focusses on The Beatitudes.  

The form of the Beatitudes found in Luke's and Matthew's 
Gospel is not unique to Jesus. Beatitudes are found in the Old 
Testament, such as in the Psalms and in Wisdom literature. They 
are a way to teach about who will find favor with God. The 
word blessed in this context might be translated as “happy,” 
“fortunate,” or “favored.” 

Those often thought to have been forgotten by God are called 
blessed. In the list of “woes,” those whom we might ordinarily 
describe as blessed by God are warned about their peril. Riches, 
possessions, laughter, reputation . . . these are not things that we 
can depend upon as sources of eternal happiness. They not only 
fail to deliver on their promise; our misplaced trust in them will 
lead to our demise. The ultimate peril is in misidentifying the 
source of our eternal happiness. 

The Beatitudes are often described as a framework for Christian 
living. Our vocation as Christians is not to be first in this world, 
but rather to be first in the eyes of God. We are challenged to 
examine our present situation in the context of our ultimate 
horizon, the Kingdom of God.
