The Earthiness of Christmas  
Christmas means many things, but, at its heart, lies the 
... idea that God takes on human flesh ... becomes 
physical. At Christmas, “the Word was made 
flesh.” Among the many things we celebrate at 
Christmas therefore is the sacredness of our own lives, 
in all their physicality. What’s made holy by Jesus’ 
birth? ... nature, our homes, our kitchens, our 
workplaces ... our own bodies ... Spirit too, of course, 
is blessed and made holy by the incarnation, but the 
Word was already spiritual. At Christmas, it “was made 
flesh.”  (Fr. Rolheiser) 
 
How long does Christmas last? 
The liturgical season of Christmas begins with 
Christmas Eve and concludes on the feast of the 
Baptism of the Lord - this year, January 12th. During 
this season, we celebrate the birth of Christ into the 
world and into our hearts and reflect on God’s love for 
us. Jesus was born to die for us and in this way to “save 
His people from their sins” (Mt 1:21).
