Despite these abundant flaws, foibles and
failures, Jesus sees Peter in ways that Peter
himself has yet to fathom. The Holy Spirit will at
Pentecost animate that latent greatness. But what
qualifies Peter to be chosen by Jesus as the rock
on which the church will be built is Peter's answer
to the question about Jesus' identity.

In seeing and recognizing Jesus Peter begins to
discover the truth about himself.
