St. Louis (August 25)

penance and prayer. He cared for both the temporal and
spiritual good of his people, and he was loved by them. He
died near Tunis during his second crusade for the liberation of
the Holy Places.

This Sunday, we join St. Peter in rejoicing at the
coming of the long-awaited Messiah. He recognized
that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the Living God,
the fulfillment of God’s promise.
