St. Raymond of Penyafort, Priest (Jan. 7) 
Born in Barcelona, St. Raymond (1175‐1275 was the third 
superior general of the Dominican Order.  He is famous 
for his efforts to abolish slavery.  He wrote five books of 
Decretals, which constitute a valuable contribution to the 
development of canon law.  The Summa de Casibus 
Penitentiae, which is about the correct and fruitful 
administration of the Sacrament of Penance, is the most 
notable of his works.
