Featured Saint of the Week 

St. Callistus I, Pope and Martyr (October 14) 
A slave in youth, St. Callistus (d.222) was renowned for his mercy 
toward repentant sinners, thus incurring the criticism of many 
rigorists, notably Tertullian. He defended the Faith against the 
Adoptionist and Modalist heresies regarding the Holy Trinity and 
the Person of Jesus Christ. He was martyred in Rome under 
Alexander Severus. 
 

A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR 
May God give us His peace! 
In the Gospel, the rich young man asked Jesus a very 
important question that touches the goal of human 
existence: “Good Teacher, what must I do to inherit 
eternal life?”  Jesus’ answer is very interesting. First, 
Jesus noted that goodness comes from God, 
highlighting that the goodness we see in each and 
everyone of us is from God, that we are only channels 
of that goodness. Then Jesus gives him the 
commandments to follow but made it clear that it is 
not just following the commandments but following a 
person. Not just the letter of the law but the spirit of 
the law. It is an encounter and an invitation to a 
personal relationship with God as His children.  
We must be willing to give up everything and learn 
how to trust God, our Father.  
Not to put our trust on the riches of this world for 
what the world offers does not bring us to heaven. 
Only if we put our trust in God, our Father, can we 
see the light and the path that leads to God.  
Mary’s command at the wedding at Cana was to 
trust Jesus: “Do whatever my Son tells you to do.” 
We find the same invitation from the image of 
Divine Mercy given to St. Faustina: “Jesus, I trust 
in you.” 
Unless we become like little children, whose trust is 
perfect, we cannot enter the Kingdom of God.  There 
is only one God, beside Him there is no other. 
Let us imitate our Blessed Mother Mary who trusted 
God perfectly: “Be it done to me according to your 
Word!”
