We find a simdilar situation in the Gospel, the
disciples were Like Joshua, jealous to see others who are
not with them, casting demons in Jesus’ name.

_Jesus, like Moses, rebuked theme and told them that
they too are dolng His work.

God can and will work mighty deeds through the
most unexpected and unlikely people. All of us are
called to perform evem our most humble tasks, such
as glving a cup of water, for the sake of His name
and the cause of His kingdom.

Cleanse me from my unknown faults, we pray tn
today’s Psalm. Often, Like Joshua and John, perhaps
without noticing it, we cloak our failings and fears
unoler the gulise of our desive to defend Christ or the
Chureh.
