THIRD SUNDAY OF ADVENT - FAMILY REFLECTION  "The 
theme of the season of Advent is sometimes described as a period of 
waiting for the birth of Jesus.

As 
you gather as a family, talk about the preparations your family is mak-
ing during the season of Advent. Reflect together on these activities, 
not only on what you are doing but why you are choosing to do these 
things."
