BLESSING YOUR HOME ON EPIPHANY 
 

It is traditional to bless your home on the Feast of the 
Epiphany, because of the biblical account of the three 
kings entering the home where Jesus is, in order to 
worship Him. The Epiphany blessing involves using 
blessed chalk to write the letters C, M, and B, plus the 
year, above the main entrance to the home, thus for this 
new year you would write: 20 + C + M + B + 24. The 
letters signify the names of the three kings (Caspar, 
Melchior and Balthazar) as well as the Latin words: 
Christus mansionem benedicat, which means: “May 
Christ bless the house”. Pick up your blessed chalk 
after Sunday Mass from the Narthex to take home and 
use.

JANUARY 9, 2024 – ORDINARY TIME 
 
During Ordinary Time, the Church celebrates the 
fullness of the mystery of the Lord Jesus. The people of 
God offer praise by celebrating the Paschal Mystery of 
the Death and Resurrection of Jesus.  On the first day 
of the week, the Lord’s Day, God assembles the 
beloved people to hear the Word, to reflect upon it, to 
offer the living sacrifice of praise, and to eat and drink 
the banquet of the Lord. Then God sends them forth to 
proclaim this love by their words and actions. Sunday is 
the original Christian Feast Day, following the tradition 
handed down from Apostolic times, for this was the day 
of the Lord’s Resurrection. Today Christian 
communities continue this tradition by celebrating every 
Sunday as the day of the risen Lord. 
 

 
 

FRIDAY, JANUARY 12TH  
MEMORIAL OF SAINT MARGUERITE BOURGEOYS 

 
Marguerite is often referred to as the Mother of the 
Colony for her contributions to the establishment of  
Ville-Marie, the place we know today as Montreal. Born 
in France in 1620, Marguerite crossed the Atlantic in 
1653 to join in the colonizing efforts begun by Monsieur 
de Maisonneuve. Her mandate was to develop 
educational opportunities for aboriginal children and for 
the families of the French settlers in Ville-Marie. 
 
Marguerite received the help of Jeanne Mance, founder 
of the Hôte1-Dieu Hospital. Other women joined her 
and the group formed an institute of uncloistered 
sisters; the Congrégation of Notre-Dame.  Marguerite 
and her companions took on many roles, including 
teaching, introducing vocational courses for youth and 
assisting couples preparing for marriage. She resisted 
Church pressure to change her community to a 
cloistered one and lived to see her order’s rule 
confirmed in 1698. 
 
Marguerite was well loved. She died in 1700 at the age 
of 80 and was declared a saint on October 31,1982. In 
1997, archaeologists uncovered the foundation of the 
chapel Marguerite built in Ville-Marie 325 years earlier. 
She is a patron saint of poor people.
