DRESSING FOR MASS

Now that we’re approaching summer, it is good to
address the virtue of modesty, which safeguards the
virtue of purity of mind and heart for everyone. Just
as it would be sinful to entice an alcoholic to drink
by bringing drinks to him, it is sinful to dress or
behave immodestly. This is because all are called to
purity, and our broken human nature makes us
aware that this purity is often a struggle for most.
Our bodies are temples of the Holy Spirit, which
must be respected and treated with great dignity.
Immodest clothing is generally inappropriate
anywhere, let alone in God’s house. Dressing with
too much uncovered, or in too tight clothes is not an
act of charity for others, nor fitting for a Christian.
Many Popes have highlighted this, including Pope
Pius XIl almost 70 years ago. It is no less important
today. When in doubt, ask the Holy Spirit to guide
you.
