LENTEN RESOLUTIONS 
 

FASTING 
 

When we think Lent, we often think of what we’ll “give 
up” for Lent.  We fast from those things we enjoy so 
that we can discipline our desires.  The physical 
hunger or longing as a result of fasting reminds us  of 
our deep desire for God’s love and mercy.  Fridays in 
Lent are days of fasting and abstaining from meat.  
Some people – who are in good health- may choose 
to have one main meal on Fridays.  Or they may 
choose to have simpler meals throughout the day.  
Abstaining from meat can be a way for us to be in 
solidarity with the majority of people in our world who 
know the reality of hunger.  Catholics are required to 
fast and abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and  
Good Friday, the rules of fasting are simple:  the law 
of abstaining from meat binds Catholics who are 14 
years of age and older; the law of fasting binds those 
who are 18-59 years of age (and in good health).  
Catholics may substitute special acts of charity or 
piety on Fridays in Lent.
