NEW LIGHTS IN THE CHURCH 
 
The electrical systems and lighting in the parish are 
dated from 1966 and are in dire need of upgrade. In 
phase 1, which was just completed, in the main church, 
we have replaced the aging fluorescent lights, with 
modern LED lights which leads to brighter lighting as 
well as lower energy usage. In phase 2, we will upgrade 
and simplify the lighting system breakers and panels 
for the church proper that are located in the 
sacristy, and this will be completed before Easter. The 
final phase 3 is for the main incoming power of the 
church and the transformer to be upgraded.  The 
engineering is underway with Alectra and Hallex 
Engineering and we hope to have the work completed 
this fall. The timeline is longer due to the long lead time 
for a transformer right now. These improvements are 
much needed and will be a key improvement for the 
parish.

The Parish Council is exploring possibilities to refresh 
the style and production of the parish bulletin. An 
essential part of this work will be finding volunteers 
proficient in digital media software to help us design 
and collate the information weekly in preparation for 
printing.
