RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION 
 

Three important elements help us prepare to receive 
our Lord in Holy Communion at Mass. 
 
FAST – We are supposed to fast from food and drink 
(except water) for one hour before receiving Holy 
Communion. 
 
DISPOSITION – We should recognize the immense 
gift given to us in the Eucharist and the privilege we 
have of sharing it. It is Jesus Christ truly present! 
 
CONFESSION – If we are aware of serious or even 
mortal sins, we should celebrate the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation first before receiving Holy Communion. 
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
