FROM PASTOR’S DESK         
 
Dear Parish Family,   
 
Lent is here, a special time to turn back to God with all 
our hearts. This season is not just about giving things 
up but about coming closer to Him. On March 5th, we 
begin our journey with Ash Wednesday, a day of 
repentance and renewal. The prophet Joel reminds us: 
“Rend your hearts and not your garments” (Joel 2:13).

It is not only about money but also about love, kindness, 
and time. A simple smile, a helping hand, a comforting 
word—these are gifts that can change someone’s life. 
Lent is a time of grace, a time to return to the Lord with 
all our hearts. Let us use this season to grow in faith, to 
love more deeply, and to walk closer with Jesus. May 
our hearts be open to His mercy, and may we bring His 
light into the world.
